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1.1.1. INSTALL/ REMOVE BATTERY

For shipping and storage purposes, the mobile computer and the main battery are packed
separately.

Note: Improper handling may adversely impact battery life.

1.1.4. HOMESCREEN SELECTION

Upon launching the system for the first time, a “Select Home” app window will pop up,
prompting you to choose your preferred home screen.

Selecting “AppLock” will take you directly to the AppLock application (refer to the AppLock
User Guide for detailed instructions) to configure the interface provided for users of this

device. Alternatively, choosing “Launcher” will take you to the default home screen.

The headset jack is located on the upper right side of the mobile computer. You can use the
headset for audio playback or communication via the phone application, audio instant
messaging, etc.

1) Flip up the rubber cover.

2) Connect the headset to the headset jack.

3) Once the headset is removed, please replace the rubber cover.
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1.2. CHARGING & COMMUNICATION

1.2.1. CHARGE THE MOBILE COMPUTER

The main battery may not be fully charged for shipment. Upon receiving the kit package, it
is necessary to charge the main battery fully before using the mobile computer. You can use
either the Snap-on Charging Cable or the Charging & Communication Cradle along with a
power adapter to charge the mobile computer.

Your device can also be charged by connecting to a host computer using the USB cable;
however, please note that this method is slower than charging using the supplied snap-on
cable or the Charging & Communication Cradle.

CHARGING TIME

» Main battery:

The main battery powers the mobile computer to work. It takes approximately 4 hours to
charge an empty main battery to full. For the first time charging the main battery, please
charge it for at least 8 to 12 hours. The charging LED above the screen (located on the
left) will light up in red while charging and will turn green when charging is complete.
When the main battery is removed, RTC retention will be maintained for at least 5
minutes.

» Backup battery:
The backup battery is mounted on the main board. Its role is to temporarily keep the
mobile computer in suspension when the main battery is drained out so data in DRAM will
be retained. The backup battery takes approximately 4 hours to charge to full by the
main battery or power adapter.

CHARGING TEMPERATURE

The allowed battery charging ambient temperature is between 0°C to 45°C. It is

recommended to charge the battery at room temperature (18°C to 25°C) for optimal

performance.

Please note that battery charging stops when ambient temperature drops below 0°C or

exceeds 45°C.
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OPERATION ON BATTERY POWER

When Bluetooth Class I, v4.0, v4.1, V4.2 v2.1 BLE, v2.1 with Enhanced Data Rate
(EDR)+EDR, 802.11 b/g/n/ax and 802.11 a/ac/n/ax networking,
GSM/GPRS/EDGE/WCDMA/UMTS/HSDPA/HSUPA/HSPA+/LTE, and GPS are all enabled on
battery power, the main battery level will drop down substantially. Prolonged use of the
display and continued scanning of barcodes will also affect battery level.

To prevent the system from shutting down due to a drained battery, it is recommended to
keep a fresh battery for replacement at all times or connect the mobile computer to an
external power source.

BATTERY STATUS & STATUS LED DURING CHARGEING

To prevent continuous charging and discharging of the battery, the RK26 mobile computer
will automatically stop charging when it reaches 100%, even if connected to a snap-on
cable, charging & communication cradle, or a USB Type-C cable for external power supply.

When RK26 mobile computer is connected to an external power source, the Status LED
located above the touch screen displays as follows:

LED Status Description

Red, solid Charging the mobile computer (0% to 94%)
Red, blink Charging error

Green, solid Charging complete (95% to 100%)

No light The cable is not correctly connected

Snap-on Cup

The Snap-on Cable provides a convenient way for both charging your mobile computer and
facilitating data communication.

To install:

1) Remove the USB Type-C Cable if it is connected with the
RK26 mobile computer.

2) Hold the snap-on cup and aim it towards the bottom of
the RK26 mobile computer, placing one side of the
snap-on cup in alignment with the side of the RK26
mobile computer.
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3) Push the snap-on cup upwards to make the other side to be attached to the RK26 mobile
computer.

4) A “click” sound is made once the Snap-on cable is connected with the bottom of the
RK26 mobile computer in place.

5) Connect the USB-A plug to either an approved adapter for external power connection or
to a PC/laptop for charging or data transmission.
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While the device battery is being charged, the LED on mobile computer will indicate

charging status as follows:

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To charge your mobile computer on the Charging & Communication Cradle:

1) Remove the USB Type-C cable if it is connected with the RK26 mobile computer.

2) Insert the RK26 mobile computer onto the Cradle. It is not necessary to remove the
installed hard shell or hand strap before inserting the mobile computer. To remove it,
simply take out the RK26 mobile computer directly.

For the spare battery, ensure the battery latch is in the “Unlock” position. Then, insert the

battery from its top side (where the contact pins are located) into the spare battery
compartment, ensuring the contact pins are connected. Press down on the bottom side of
the battery (where the battery latch is located) and slide the battery latch leftward to the

“Lock” position.

To remove, slide the battery latch to the “Unlock” position and take out the battery.
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3) Connect the adapter to the Cradle and plug the other end into an electrical outlet.

The status of the mobile computer charging is shown on the device itself, while the LED
indicator on Cradle shows the charging status of the spare battery.

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2.1. BATTERY

» Main Battery

The mobile computer is powered by a rechargeable 3.8V / 4000 mAh Li-Polymer battery
pack. It takes approximately 4 hours to charge it to full from the power adaptor. For the
initial charge of the main battery, please charge it for at least 8 to 12 hours. However, note
that the charging time may vary depending on your working conditions.

» Spare Battery

A spare battery pack is provided as an accessory. We recommend keeping a fully charged
spare battery at hand in order to replace the main battery when it is nearly drained out.

» Backup Battery

On the main board, there is a backup battery that maintains the mobile computer in
suspension when the main battery is depleted. The backup battery is a 75 mAh
rechargeable Li-Polymer battery and can retain data in the DRAM for 5 minutes when fully
charged, provided that wireless modules on the mobile computer are inactive. Charging of
the backup battery can be performed by the main battery or the power adapter, and it takes
approximately 4 hours to reach a full charge.

Warning:

(1) Secure the battery cover in position with its latch locked.

(2) For a new battery, ensure it is fully charged before use.

(3) To prevent data loss, replace the main battery with a well-charged spare battery pack.

(4) When the mobile computer has been on backup battery for 5 minutes, the system will shut
down. Promptly replace the main battery to avoid data loss.
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2.1.1. BATTERY STATUS INDICATORS

The primary power source for the mobile computer is the main battery pack. Consequently,
when the main battery level becomes low, it is essential to either replace the battery pack
with a charged one or promptly recharge it. Above all, it is advisable to regularly back up
important data.

You can tell the remaining battery level in the main battery by checking the battery status
icon on the Status Bar.

When the main battery
level is low, recharge or replace it promptly. Crucially, regularly back up important data to
safeguard your work.

To check main battery level, please go to App Drawer (All Apps) | Settings Ql Battery

Battery level percentage is displayed to offer a clear indication of the remaining battery
power. When you tap on “Battery usage”, it directs you to the corresponding page, where
you can observe the rate of battery discharge since the last battery charging session, the
duration the device has been operating on battery power, and identify the applications that
are consuming the most battery power.

4.3. SUSPEND & LOCK

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5.3  USE NEAR FIELD COMMUNICATIONS

Near field communications (NFC) uses close proximity (4 cm or less) to establish radio
communication through electromagnetic fields. With NFC enabled, the mobile computer can
collect information from NFC tags, exchange information with other NFC supported devices,
and even change information on the NFC tag if authorized.

Before starting to communicate through NFC, perform the following:

Note:

Once the data begins to transfer, the two devices only need to be held within a 10 m (32.8 ft.)
range; they no longer have to be held within close range in order to transfer successfully.

1) On the mobile computer, launch an NFC enabled application.

2) Hold the mobile computer without covering the antenna area.

3) Place the mobile computer close to the NFC tag or device until the application indicates
data transfer is complete.

CHAPTERG. USING THE PHONE

The RK26 mobile computer allows making phone calls and connecting to the network over
Wideband Code Division Multiple Access (WCDMA). Insert the SIM card before turning on
the power. Refer to Installing SIM Card and Memory Card.
